The Adoption Council of Ontario provides province-wide support and advice if you are beginning 
to think about adoption, if you have decided to adopt, and if you have already had a child or 
children join your family or are a birth parent or an adoptee. The Adoption Council of Ontario also 
plays a significant role in promoting awareness of the thousands of children in the Children’s Aid 
Society foster homes who are waiting for a family.  
 

We need your support! 

There is no simple blueprint to becoming and living as an adoptive family. For this reason, 

adoptive families need the advice, support and kinship of other families who are on, or who have 

taken, a similar journey. Our members don't just seek our assistance at the beginning of their 

adoption journey but come back as the need arises. 

Our membership and staff are are a willing and rich source of support to pre-and post adoptive 

families. ACO provides one-to-one support and advice, support groups for pre-and post adoptive 

families, educational workshops, family events, adoption awareness activities and fundraising 

events.  

Facts: 

 More children become available for adoption each year than are adopted. In 2009, there were 

9,200 children in foster care who could be adopted yet only 869 children received families.  

 Children often wait five years or more to be adopted, move three or more times in foster care 

and often are separated from siblings. The average age of waiting children is eight years old.  

 Each year, one in five children (29,516 in 2008 in Canada) who are available for adoption turn 

18 and leave the foster care system without a family.  

 Nearly 40 percent of North American adults, or 81.5 million people, have considered adopting a 

child, according to the National Adoption Attitudes Survey. If just one in 500 of these adults 

adopted, every waiting child in foster care would have a permanent family.
